
 Centennial Fall Checklist 
 
□ Install bathroom fans to reduce humidity. Too much humidity can cause 

mold buildup in your home. This can greatly reduce your indoor air quality. 
 
□ Have your furnace tuned up to ensure it will run smoothly this winter. 

 
 

□ Replace your furnace filter and purchase more for the winter. A standard 
furnace filter should be replaced every one to two months. Changing your 
filter helps your furnace run at peak efficiency and also prevents allergies, 
lung disease, and asthma attacks. 

 
□ Put up your Christmas lights before the snow comes. Don’t climb a ladder 

on a slippery driveway! 

 
 

□ Remove paint, paper, cardboard and any other flammables from your 
furnace area. The extra heat could cause a fire. 

 
□ Check that the flame in your gas furnace is blue, not yellow. A yellow 

flame means the burner is dirty and not getting enough air. 

 
 

□ Test your Carbon Monoxide detectors and make sure you have them 
installed in your bedrooms. This clear odorless gas causes many deaths 
each winter. Protect your family from CO2 poisoning!  
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
