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Step 4: Measure and Sketch
Now that you have narrowed down your options it is time to measure and sketch the space you 
have available for your project. There are two options for completing this step, do-it-yourself or call 
to book an on-site measure with one of our design specialists. As part of our design services there 
will be a small fee for the on-site visit. If you wish to go it alone follow the steps as outlined below. 

A. Measure overall room size:
Start from one corner and work around the room, 
measuring from wall to wall and fl oor to ceiling.   

B. Locate all openings:
Locate the position of existing door and window 
openings and measure them from the outside trim to 
outside trim. Also indicate if they open in or out. 

C. Identify utility locations:
Indicate existing electrical, plumbing, lighting, gas, and 
ventilation locations. Always measure to the centre of 
a switch, cover plate, pipe, gas line or water line.

D. Locate appliances and fi xtures:
Locate and measure your appliances and fi xtures. 

E. Identify all other obstructions:
Measure existing cabinets, counters, islands, shelves, 
bulkheads, moulding, and any other obstruction. Then 
mark their positions in your sketch. 

F. Take digital pictures of your space:
This will assist in the design process.

Remember that walls may not always be level. 
So measure each from corner to corner along 3 
different heights: at fl oor level, at waist level, and 
at ceiling level. Similarly, measure from fl oor to 
ceiling in 3 different areas.
