YOUR KITCHEN RENOVATION BUDGET

Kitchen remodeling projects do more than improve your lifestyle. According to Remodeling Magazine's
Cost to Value report, kitchen remodeling projects can have as much as a 112% return on your investment.

Although your designer will quote you on the project, it is best to have in mind a figure that you want to
invest into your new space. A rule of thumb is to set your budget at 15% of your overall home value. It is

also a good idea to set aside a 10-20% cushion of your budget, in the event of unforeseen cost overruns.
